Dear Deerfield First friends, 

 
Sunday, June 6 is an important day for us.  Nine months of interim ministry together

On the 6th of June, after our first two summer-season worship services – 8:30 in the 

Garth, 10:00 in John Calvin Hall – the congregation will gather for a special meeting 

at 11:00 a.m. (also in Calvin Hall) in order to:

3.   receive and discuss the final Report of the Vision Team.  The PNC will use this 

Report as it develops a Church Information Form to advertise our church to  pastoral 

candidates.  The Vision Team, composed of Bill Milligan, Kathy Knezevic, Mary 

Boote, Amy Christian, Ray Craig, Barbara Enns, David Griffin, Gayle Meyers, and 

Rob Wolter, has done a remarkable job.  We thank them. 

 

You will find two key pages from the Vision Team Report in this issue of The 

Messenger, on pages 6 and 7.  Page 6 describes our hoped-for “destination.”  This is 

the heart of the Report, a “vision statement” of what the Session hopes First 

Presbyterian Church will be in 2020, ten years hence.  But what is required of us in 

order for us to get there by 2020?

EASTER BASKETS FOR CASA CENTRAL ANOTHER SUCCESSFUL YEAR 

 

  Anne and Daniel Alveraz have been long time friends of this congregation.  Over 40 years ago Anne and 

  Daniel entered into a ministry that would enable Chicago Latinos to live independent lives in community…

  the community had at its core Casa Central.  And so began a model for what is now the very successful 

  Humbolt Park community organization. 

 

Daniel was called to the Chicago City Council to serve as liaison in Latino Affairs leaving Anne to continue the work of 

Casa.   The program has grown to include counseling, legal aide, English as a second language classes, child care and after 

school care, housing and financial assistance to name just a few.  For the last 5 years, Los Posadas and the Casa Central early 

childhood programs have been the focal point of CHRISTIAN BEGINNINGS’ spring outreach. 

 

 

 Peace & Justice donated $200 of February's Peacemaking Offering to Doctor's Without Borders USA: Haiti 

Relief.  DWB received the Nobel Peace Prize for 1999 for its humanitarian work without regard to national boundaries or 

political sympathies. DWB assists victims whether a disaster is natural or man-made in origin.  DWB medical teams are in 

Haiti, treating survivors of the January 12 earthquake out of an inflatable hospital. 

Los Posadas is a group of apartments owned by Casa which are “rented” very mod-

estly to families who are in need of a “boost”.  A family may stay in the program for 

a year at which time, hopefully, support classes and job search assistance will enable 

them to begin an independent life.  This year Easter baskets filled with kitchen uten-

sils, sanitary supplies and edible and non-edible treats were gifted to 21 families.  

One mom, upon receiving her basket said, “Now the children (5) will have some-

thing special for Easter Sunday!  I didn’t know what I was going to do.”  Another 

mom looked with delight at her basket brimming with new kitchen pots and pans and 

said, “Oh my, I just broke my only pot and now…!” Additionally, 422 goodie bags 

were filled with a new book, toy and sweet treat for the early childhood, ages birth 

through 2nd grade, programs.  The generosity of the congregation through financial 

support and gifts of sweets along with the combined efforts of Beata Sobot, Sylvia 

Gosk, and Christine Barr and school families gave a helping hand to Casa Central 

folks who are NOT looking for handouts but just a little boost so that they might be 

fully participating members of the community.
